The Paschal Triduum reflects on the key elements of Jesus’ passion and resurrection, as told in the Gospels. It begins on the evening of Holy Thursday, reaches its most significant point during the Easter Vigil on Holy Saturday, and concludes on Easter Sunday.

Can you find out more about the liturgies on Holy Thursday, Good Friday and Holy Saturday, answering these questions?
· What is another name for Holy Thursday?
· What is remembered during the mass on Holy Thursday? Why?
· What does the priest traditionally do during this mass? What is the meaning of this?
· What is special about how the mass ‘ends’ on Holy Thursday?
· What is remembered during the service on Good Friday?
· The service on Good Friday is not a ‘mass’ as such. Can you explain why?
· How does the Vigil service on Holy Saturday begin? What is the symbolism of this?
· Many Christians are baptised following the mass, whilst others renew their baptismal promises. Why do you think this is?

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Relative Pronouns

Relative clauses give extra information related to a previously mentioned noun
or pronoun within a sentence. A relative clause always starts with a relative
pronoun, such as:

Joe, who was dressed as a cowboy,
was excited about his friend’s fancy dress party.

‘who' is the relative pronoun here used to begin the
relative clause. As this is extra, non-essential (non-
restrictive) information, we put the clause in commas.
This is often called an embedded or sandwich clause.

The winning competitor held the trophy
aloft, which made the crowd cheer loudly.

‘which’ is the relative pronoun so this time the relative
clause is after the main clause. We still need a comma
before the relative clause as this is also extra, non-
essential (non-restrictive) information.

People that exercise daily are more likely to
maintain a healthy weight.

‘that’ is a relative pronoun so this also shows a relative
clause. This time the information in the extra clause is
essential (restrictive) to the meaning of the sentence so
therefore we don’t need to use commas.
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A Parent’s Guide to Terminology

In Years 5 and 6, your child will be expected to use a range of sentence structures in their
writing including sentences with relative clauses. Use this activity booklet to help your child
understand, identify and write relative clauses.

Terminology Explanation

Relative pronoun These are used to connect a clause to a noun or pronoun.
The relative pronouns used in this booklet are: who,
whose, which, where, when. ‘That’ is also used to replace
who or which in essential relative clauses.

Relative clause This is used to add information about a noun so it must
be related to the noun. For example:

She lives in Manchester, which is in North West England.
I don't like the clown, who has a bright, red nose.

Emma is my friend, whose house is next door to mine.

Embedded ‘drop in’ clause A relative clause is said to be ‘embedded’ if it is added to
the middle of a main clause. It is then separated from the
rest of the sentence by commas. For example:

The cat, who had bright eyes, walked down the gloomy
street.
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Spot the Clause

Sentences that contain relative clauses are called complex sentences because they contain
a main clause and a relative clause. The relative clause starts with a relative pronoun and
can’t be a sentence by itself.

Using two different colours, highlight the main clause in each sentence and the relative
clause in a different colour. For example:

. My daughter’s hair is very curly, which makes it hard to brush.

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Metamorphosis
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A Central Belief System

Religion was an integral part of the ancient Maya culture, intertwined with all
other aspects of society.

The Maya believed in and worshipped a number of different gods. They believed
that the gods had a good side and a bad side and that they could help or hurt
them. The Maya would dance, sing and sometimes make offerings of blood to the
gods to demonstrate their respect and loyalty.
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Stone carvings show rulers and nobles giving
blood sacrifices.

The Maya believed that the gods gave their
own blood to create humans, so on special
occasions the rulers would return the favour
by offering their blood to the gods.

This lintel shows Shield Jaguar, the warrior
king of Yaxchilan, standing over his wife,
Lady Xook, holding an enormous flaming
torch. Lady Xook is pulling a thorn-studded
rope through her tongue in an act of blood
letting to honour the gods.

. Why do you think the Maya people
thought the gods needed their blood?

Can you think of any other civilisations
that did this, or can you think of any
stories about giving blood for the gods? f &
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During festivals, the priests would dance, sing, bang drums and make lots of
noise on the steps of the temples while wearing brightly coloured clothing
and headdresses containing the feathers of exotic birds. This ritual dance

was thought to scare away demons and demonstrate the priest’s power and

authority to the gods.

Questions

2. Do you think people ever refused to do what the
priest said? What do you think happened to them if
they did not follow orders?
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Priests were very important in Muyu soclety as it was
believed that they could communicate directly with
the gods. The priests were responsible for leading
rituals of worship and sacrifice, and telling the people
what the gods wanted them to do. They would tell
the people when to plant crops, who to marry and
what sacrifices they should make. The people did all
these things because they believed that the priest was
speaking the wishes of the gods.
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The Maya people believed that the earth, which they called the Middleworld, was
large and flat and resting on the back of a creature (like a turtle or crocodile).

On the Middleworld grew a tree whose branches reached up into the heavens (the
Uppeworld) and whose roots grew down into Xibalba (the Underworld) which was
guarded by gods of death who looked like jaguars.

The Maya believed that after they died, their souls would travel through a series
of caves and tunnels to Xibalba (which means ‘place of fear’) but the rulers and
noblemen believed there was a chance of them getting to the Upperworld.
